We see 

them coming in small and emaciated and in quite a short 

time they begin to grow and put on weight.

We now have 26 sponsored children. That is 40% of our little 

students.

Most children in Rwanda live in poor rural areas. They 

easily fall victim to hygienic, environmental, social and 

economic problems which lead to various educational 

problems and poor academic performance. 

Examples are children living far from basic social and 

economic services (health, education, communication 

and transport infrastructure); children living in abject 

poverty and of underemployed or ignorant and 

illiterate parents. All these may lead to poor school 

performance, low motivation for learning, truancy and 

other behavioural problems. In some districts where 

illiteracy rate is high, some parents expect their 

children to carry out domestic duties instead of going 

to school. This includes looking after domestic 

animals, caring for younger siblings, keeping pests 

away from the crop fields, going to market etc.
