  Houses and Medical Care for People with Leprosy 

Leprosy, an age old disease closely 
associated with biblical times, has 
not gone away. In fact, about 
500,000 new cases - more than 
1,400 people every day - were 
diagnosed in 2005.  

In 1996 the World Health 
Organisation said it hoped to all but 
eliminate the disease within 10 
years. But in 2006 people in South 
America, Asia and Africa are still 
living with this debilitating illness 
even though a cure, which is 
available for free, was found more 
than 20 years ago.  

On Eagles Wings responded to a 
need for a medical centre for a 
óleprosy villageô not far from the 
EARE Ministries HQ. In October 
2008 we visited the village, 
distributed rice and lentils to the 

  

They now have over 1,000 
churches, 5 Bible schools,  
look after 1,200 orphans, run 
5 homes for the elderly, 2 
nurse training institutes, and 
a rehabilitation centre for ex-
prostitutes to learn new skills. 

EARE also has a centre for 
runaway railway children and 
medical centres for people 
with leprosy.  

They also  dig bore wells to 
provide clean drinking water 
in poor  rural villages.  

The list goes on…….. 
All their work is done by faith.  

Sudheer often says: “If it‟s 

God‟s will. It‟s God‟s bill.” 
They rely on the support of 
individual people and 
churches. There is no big 
backing organisation. 

Global economics have 
affected their income. Yet 
people still need care, food, 
protection and to hear about 
the love of Jesus.  

As you read this newsletter, 
please listen to what God is 
saying to YOU.

families who are very poor and 
neglected. We also served a meal 
to everyone and sat with them to 
eat. No-one had done this before. 

We dedicated a new medical centre 
which we support financially and 
met the doctor as he conducted his 
first clinic. 

The Indian government is building 
basic houses for these folk but they 
need to supply the money for the 
iron sheeting for the roofs 
themselves.  

These houses are a vast 
improvement on the mud bricks  
and roofs made of branches  they 
have at the moment. 

We are hoping to be able to send 
£1500 to complete this work 
through EARE.

On Eagles Wings has been

October to find there are now 
45! Three girls have been 
added to the family.

These children get very little 
in the way of treats and new 
things – so we took them 
shopping for new clothes. 
What fun it was for them to 
choose something for 
themselves and the delight 
on their faces was a joy to 
behold. 

We can only give regular 
financial support through the 
generosity of our sponsors 
who commit to giving £15 per 

month. At the moment about 
half of the children have 
sponsors. We try and make 
up the rest as best we can. 
With God‟s grace, we have 
not let them down so far.  

We are still looking for 
people willing to support this 
work and sponsor a child if 
they can, or to support the 
home with even a small 
regular monthly amount. 

Without our help these kids 
would have no future at all. 
With it, they receive love, 
care and schooling. 

  

water. This is often from 
muddy rivers and stagnant 
ponds because well owners 
chase them away as they are 
low caste or „untouchable‟. 

EARE Harvest India helps by 
drilling water wells in needy 
villages. Once the wells are 
in place, they are dedicated 
in the name of Jesus for all to 
use no matter what colour, 
caste or religion. Just as the 
Living Water is there for all. 

One well can give fresh, 
clean drinking water to 500 
people. One well costs £500. 

On Eagles Wings has been 

able to send money for wells 
for several villages thanks to 
the generosity and kindness 
of our friends and supporters. 
It has been our joy to be able 
to go to some of these 
villages and to join the 
celebrations when a well is 
dedicated.  

Many more wells are needed 
and the waiting list is long. If 
you are able to sponsor one 
your gift of a water well can 
do so much to show people 
the love of Christ.

It will be a huge blessing to 

the ministry team which has 

to travel miles by road to 

remote villages and also for 

general use. 
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Poultry is one of the few 
things with marketing viability 
in the State of Andhra 
Pradesh. They can generate 
a steady income by satisfying 
the demand for both eggs 
and meat. Chickens do well in 
the mixed climate of India.  

EARE is planning to set up a 

poultry farm with the following 
objectives:-

Self Supporting Project ð Poultry Unit  

 

Anti-Christian riots erupted in 

the eastern Indian state of 

Orissa following the murder 

of a popular Hindu leader 

Last year. He and four others 

were killed by unknown 

gunmen in a tribal area 

where Christian missionaries 

have been active for years.  

Police have said there is 

evidence to link the region‟s 

Maoist rebels to the murders; 

however, Hindu leaders in 

Orissa publicly charged the 

Christian community. 

As a result, numerous 

Christians have been burnt, 

beaten, raped and slashed

Land is currently available for 
construction of the first unit. 
The business plan has been 
drawn up.  

Funds are needed to start 
and complete construction 
within a stipulated time and 
within budget. 

Construction of 2 barns for 
egg production and 1 barn 
with a deep litter system for 
broilers, feed supplies, 
veterinerary services, 

insurance, electricity and 
salaries will need a budget of 
around $128,000. 

The income of the unit would 
become profitable in year 
four. 

Three couples who are 
economically destitute will run 
the unit.  

Two marketing assistants will 
find good marketing sources 
and ensure timely sales of 
meat and eggs.

with swords. Christians are 

reportedly being coerced into 

renouncing their faith and 

converting to Hinduism in 

order to save their homes. 

On Eagles Wngs responded 

to an urgent request earlier 

this year by Rev Sudheer 

Kumar for relief funding for 

the widows and families of 

100 murdered pastors in 

Orissa. He took a ministry 

relief team into the area 

where 700 churches had 

been desecrated and burned 

down. They took with them 

food, blankets, clothing, 

cooking pots etc.  

They were met by scenes of 

such brutal destruction and 

cruelty that are quite beyond 

normal understanding. 

Eare Ministries returned a 

second time to stand with the 

widows and children who had 

been forced to watch as their 

men were tortured and killed. 

They offered to take these 

families to safety in Andhra 

Pradesh but they refused to 

leave their congregations on 

their own.  

Please pray for these widows 

and children and all the 

Christians in Orissa.
